The Mallee,
extending beyond the South Australian and New South Wales borders is a region which has provided artistic inspiration to
numerous writers, visual artists, filmmakers and musicians.

In July of 2016, the Mildura Writers Festival will be celebrating its 21st anniversary. Beginning in 1995 in Stefano de Pieri’s cellar
restaurant, the Mildura Writers Festival has evolved into one of the finest literary festivals in the country, bringing together
acclaimed Australian and International writers.

The Mildura Writers Festival Residency will take place between 7 July — 7 August 2016.
